We will be canceling all city related outdoor activities in the city including Little League and
Girls Softball games until further notice.

The City of Jacinto City continues to watch area air monitors. If conditions worsen, a Shelter In
Place will be issued.

Based on yesterday’s experience in Deer Park and Pasadena, soot may fall to the ground
leaving deposits on cars and other items.

If you experience difficulty breathing or other severe health problems seek medical assistance
or call 911 in cases of emergency.
